Effective January 1, 2010, exhibitors are no longer required to provide proof to Trial Secretaries
that their dog has a valid jump height card as part of the check-in process. Furthermore, this
change eliminates the need for a copy of the jump height card to be submitted with an entry
form.

Clothing must not display the
name of a person or a person’s dog or their titles. If a dog food logo is
worn, it must not be in conflict with a sponsor of the trial. A picture of
the exhibitor’s dog may be worn.

Dogs Eligible to Enter

All dogs fifteen (15) months of age or older that are registered with the
American Kennel Club or that have AKC Limited Registration, Purebred
Alternative Listing/Indefinite Listing Privileges (PAL/ILP) or an AKC Canine
Partners listing number, or approved Foundation Stock Service (FSS) breeds are
eligible to participate. Dogs with a Purebred Alternative Listing/Indefinite
Listing Privileges (PAL/ILP) or an AKC Canine Partners listing number must be
spayed or neutered in order to compete. Bitches in season, aggressive dogs,
dogs that are blind or deaf or suffering from any deformity, injury, or
illness that may affect their physical or mental performance, are not
eligible to participate.

Exhibitors should follow their veterinarian’s recommendation to assure
their dogs are free of internal and external parasites, any communicable
diseases, and have appropriate vaccinations. Proof of rabies vaccination

should be available.

Refunds
