Currently we have roughly $50,000 in a money market at Charter One, $26,000 in our checking account at Charter One, $50,000 invested in stocks & bonds with WRP Investments and of course our land up the road.  A final balloon payment on our land loan of approximately $20,000 is due in December.  The Board will decide if the Club money will be reinvested with another company at its next meeting.  


Membership: Judy Drotar reported that the dues are past due. The renewal period is for July 1, 2009 through June 30, 2010. Discounts for teaching go by when the class starts. Members need to complete the membership renewal form even if they don’t owe any dues.
